Continuous Alcohol Monitoring (CAM)





You can now prove abstinence from Alcohol consumption


 by using CAM








A new North Carolina law (H926) now authorizes the voluntary use of continuous alcohol monitoring (CAM) to prove abstinence at DMV license restoration hearings after December 1, 2009.  





You can now provide 120 days of proof to DMV that you are not consuming alcoholic products.  Proving abstinence has been difficult in the past.   CAM and the new law specifically address this issue.








Step 1    Call Rehabilitation Support Services (RSS) toll free 1-866-273-4223 to discuss the benefits of RSS-CAM monitoring program for your licence restoration hearing, and to determine the best time to begin the monitoring process.





Step 2    Call NCDMV at 919-715-7000 to determine the date  you will be eligible for a License Restoration Hearing.  To be eligible you must:





Not have a subsequent motor vehicle or substance abuse related criminal conviction.


Have paid all prior fines and court fees.


Complete a DWI substance abuse assessment by a DWI Service Provider (e508 transmitted by DWI  service provider)


Complete treatment recommendations (e508 transmitted by provider).








Step 3    Call Rehabilitation Support Services (RSS) toll free 1-866-273-4223 to schedule CAM installation.

Step 4     120 days before your DMV Restoration Hearing eligibility date 





Be installed on CAM at a local CAM installation location.  This starts the CAM monitoring Period








Step 5    90 days before your RESTORATION Hearing eligibility date 


(Per NC DMV Procedures for the Use of CAM Technology, Nov. 20, 2009)





Request Restoration Hearing by calling DMV (Tel: 919-715-7000)


NCDMV will send you notice of the interview time, date, and place – if eligible.


      (Applicants will receive the Interview Packets by mail.)


Fill out all the forms in the pack and return within 45 days of date mailed by DMV.   If not   returned within 45 days, you will have to request another packet.








Step 5    30 - 14 days before your INTERVIEW Hearing





Call RSS Brevard to have a notarized CAM compliance report sent to you.


After a successful Interview hearing, a Restoration Hearing will be scheduled by the

Step 6      At your RESTORATION Hearing





Take CAM compliance report to your “RESTORATION HEARING” and show the Hearing Officer that you are still wearing CAM.


Attend the RESTORATION Hearing with attorney and/or witnesses, and other DMV required materials.


Unless otherwise ordered, Applicant may schedule an appointment to have the CAM anklet


removed after Restoration Hearing
